How the Program Works 
A representative from each unit forms 
the committee that coordinates the 
program efforts.  The soldiers or their 
families can contact the committee 
with a request, and the Military 
Families Assistance Program also 
seeks out families in need.  With an 

application to request assistance and any supporting 
documentation, such as past due notices, each request is 
reviewed by the committee for disposition.  Funds for the 
program rely solely on the generosity and concern of 
donors, like YOU, in our community.   

Henderson Military Families 
Assistance Program 
When soldiers are deployed in active service, their families 
may experience financial hardships.  Often times, a soldier 
may be the family’s sole source of income and their military 
pay can be dramatically reduced compared to civilian 
earnings.  The stress of the economic impact adds to the 
burden of families being separated and this in turn creates a 
risk to the soldier, the entire unit, and the 
mission. 
 
To help relieve hardships the families of 
the Nevada Army National Guard, the 
Military Families Assistance Program has 
been formed. 
 
The Nevada Army National Guard 
currently has more than 70% of its troops deployed.  This 
places Nevada as third among all the states in having the 
most Guard soldiers in active duty.
